FANTASTIC DESIGN

CHALLENGE

Sometimes creating a landscape
for a smaller space can be a
“fantastic design challenge”.
There are a few suggestions to
maximize the landscape and
help make the most out of

small space.

Play with color. Variations of
color (dark v. pastel annuals) or
monochromatic colored annu-
als (several different red or pink
tones) helps keep the eye mov-
ing over nature’s beautiful floral

rainbows.

Add height by using narrow
plants such as ficus (which can
be easily trimmed thin and tall)
helps create the illusion of
height and depth. Additionally
allowing vines to grow on an
existing wall is a wonderful way
to add height without losing
space.

Create interest by use of small
architectural pieces, such as a
bird bath or water feature.
Even using a variety of rocks,
stones and pottery pieces will
create an interesting focal
point.

Consider a theme for your
landscape: ~ Romantic theme
(with torches, candles and soft
muted colors); Asian theme
(with water features, Koi fish,
chimes and red and yellow col-
ored annuals); or Tropical
theme (with tropical fruit trees,
hammock and coordinating flo-
rals) are a few to envision.
